Tryout Information

It is important to make sure your son or daughter is on the list so that managers of teams that are looking for additional players later can contact them.

What coaches are looking for:

1) Speed

2) Good Arm

3) Hits Well

4) Hustle

5) Good Attitude

Every coach is welcome to talk with the kids and all kids at the tryouts will get a turn.

Understand the Situation

1) Parents, pick your coaches wisely

2) It is difficult to get out of contract

3) The player does not have to sign right away

4) If you decide to play with a Boys & Girls Club team, your son or daughter may not play for any other team or league

5) If your son or daughter is at these tryouts he or she wants to play baseball, so make sure they play somewhere if he/she do does not make a team here.

6) Only free agents (applies to current Boys & Girls Club players only) are allowed to tryout
7) All players that are not chosen to be on a team will remain on the list. All managers will receive this list for their own personal team tryouts

8) There are three types of teams, decide what is best for your family:

1. Teams that play 70 - 80 games a year

2. Teams that play just scheduled league games (about 18) and maybe one or two tournaments a year

3. Teams that are about 40 games per year 

9) When you sign your contract you are locked in only to the manager of team

Questions To Ask Managers Before You Commit To A Team

1) What is your philosophy?

2) What are your intentions for the team?

3) How many games do you plan on playing?

4) How many tournaments will you be participating in?

5) How far are you planning to travel for those tournaments?

6) Will all players play in all games?

7) Is there guaranteed playing time as there are no rules In the Boys & Girls Club baseball rules that state that players must play

8) Will the manager play only the best nine to ensure a win for the team?

9) Besides the Player Fee payable to the Boys & Girls Club in March, 2011, will there be any other fees due?

10) How many fundraisers will there be?
